Cymbidium potting: Jane explained the history of 
three community pots of cymbidiums the society had 
acquired, which were now ready for potting 
individually. Members were invited to take plants and 
pot them immediately, the society providing pots, 
potting mix and tags for $1 per plant. 
 
Speaker: Jane Wright talked about specimen orchids, 
using benched plants as examples to demonstrate 
particular points. 

As an example of a good specimen plant Jane showed 
a Coelogyne with many racemes of flowers all the way 
around.  A good specimen of Dendrochilum would 
have about 150 flower stems. Sarcochilus can make 
good specimen plants. Multiple branching can be
